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A Important Safety Message
Children are attracted to and can operate firearms which can cause severe injuries or death. Prevent child access by always
keeping gun locked, unloaded and separated from ammunition when not in use. If you keep a loaded firearm where a child obtains
and improperly uses it you may be criminally liable.

Firearm Safety Depends on You

A gun is only as safe as the person operating it. You can never be overly careful when handling a firearm. Carelessness is often
the cause of shooting accidents, such as failing to keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction, not being sure of your target and
what is behind it, leaving ammunition in the chamber or using improper ammunition. Since a bullet can never be called back once
fired, such errors in gun handling can result in the loss of life, severe injury or property damage. Thus, it is crucial for your safety
and the safety of those around you that you learn the principles of safe gun handling and storage before you begin to use your new
firearm. Be a safe shooter - please read this instruction book thoroughly even if this is not your first firearm purchase as not all
firearms are the same. The first step in being a safe shooter is to learn the rules for the safe operation and handling of firearms.
There is nothing more important in gun handling than safety. Safe gun handling depends on you! A safe shooter is a
knowledgeable shooter.

Alcohol, Drugs and Guns Don't Mix. Make No Mistake About it!

Never handle firearms after consuming alcohol or taking drugs that can affect your judgment. Shoot sober! Alcohol, certain kinds of
drugs and firearms don't mix. Safe firearms handling requires alertness and concentration on one's actions. You cannot handle a
firearm safely after consuming alcohol. Never consume anything that can impair your judgment or physical coordination when
handling a firearm. Never allow yourself to be distracted while handling a firearm.
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Handgun Safety Rules

The handgun safety rules must be etched into your memory before you begin to handle firearms. These rules are
intended to be understood and followed by all persons handling firearms in the field, on the range or at home. Please
read, review and understand these rules before you begin to use or even take your new firearm out of its box.
Remember, firearms safety depends on you! Memorizing these safety rules will help prevent gun accidents.

A Rule #1
Always Keep the Muzzle Pointed in a Safe Direction

This is the most basic and most important safety rule. A safe direction is one in which an accidental discharge will not
cause injury to yourself, to others or property damage. This is particularly important when loading or unloading your
firearm. Never point your gun at anything you do not intend to shoot. Treat every gun as if it is loaded at all times.

A Rule #2

Firearms Should Be Unloaded When Not Actually in Use

Firearms should only be loaded when you are in the field or on the target range or shooting area, ready to
shoot. When not in use, firearms and ammunition should be secured in a safe place, separate from each other.
Remember to unload your firearm completely so that there is no ammunition in the chamber or magazine. Before
handling this or any firearm, or handing it to someone else, visually check the chamber and magazine to ensure they
do not contain ammunition. Always keep the gun's action open when not in use. Never assume a gun is unloaded.
Even if you were the last person to use it. Never cross a fence, climb a tree, wade through a stream or perform any
awkward movement with a loaded gun. Never lean or place a firearm where it could fall. When in doubt, unload your
gun! Never pull or push a loaded firearm toward yourself or another person. Never carry a loaded gun in a scabbard,
a holster not being worn or a gun case - common sense prevails in gun safety!
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A\ Rule #3

Don't Completely Rely on Your Gun's Safety

Treat every gun as though it could fire at any time, even if you are not applying pressure to the trigger. The
"safety" on a firearm is a mechanical device which, like any such device, can become inoperable at the worst possible
time and fail to function. A safety cannot protect you if you think your gun is unloaded when there is actually a round
of ammunition in it. The safety serves as a supplement to proper gun handling but cannot serve as a substitute for
common sense. Never handle a gun carelessly and assume that the gun won't fire just because it has a safety. Never
touch the firearm’s trigger until you are ready to shoot. Keep your fingers away from the trigger when loading or
unloading. Never place your finger on the trigger unless you intend to fire.

A\ Rule #4

Be Sure of Your Target and What Is Beyond it!

Once fired, a bullet can never be called back; so before you shoot, know where the bullet is going and what it
will strike. Be certain your shot will not injure someone or strike something beyond the target. Never fire in the
direction of noise, a movement or at any object you cannot positively identify. Make sure your shot has a safe backstop
such as a hillside. Keep in mind how far the bullet will travel if it misses your intended target. Never shoot a hard
surface or water as the projectile may glance or ricochet in an unpredictable direction. Once fired, a bullet can never
be called back. You are responsible for your actions and judgment.
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A\ Rule #5

Use the Correct Ammunition

Every firearm is designed to use a certain caliber or gauge of ammunition. It is important that you use the
correct ammunition for your firearm. Information on the correct ammunition to use with your firearm appears on the
barrel or on the firearm. Use of the wrong ammunition, overpressure ammunition, improperly reloaded ammunition, or
corroded ammunition can result in the destruction of the firearm, serious personal injury and/or death. Develop the
habit of examining every round of ammunition before you put it into your gun to ensure it is of the proper gauge or
caliber and that it is in good condition.

A\ Rule #6
If Your Gun Fails to Fire When the Trigger Is Pulled, Handle With Care
If a cartridge does not fire when the trigger is pulled, follow Rule #1 and keep the firearm's muzzle pointed in
a safe direction. Keep the muzzle down range with the action closed and wait at least 30 seconds (to ensure that the
ammunition is not delayed in firing) before carefully opening the action, while avoiding exposure to the breech. Unload
the firearm and safely dispose of the ammunition.

A\ Rule #7
>4 Always Wear Eye and Ear Protection When Shooting and Assembling/Disassembling Your Pistol

Exposure to shooting noise can permanently damage hearing. Flying debris, such as powder residue and
ejected cartridge cases, can injure your eyes. Thus, it is only common sense to wear both eye protection (such as
shooting glasses) and ear protection (such as a sound-muffling headset) whenever shooting. Also, wear eye protection
when cleaning or disassembling your gun to ensure that cleaning solvent and tensioned parts (such as springs) do not
come into contact with your eyes.
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A\ Rule #8

Be Sure the Barrel Is Clear of Obstructions Before Shooting

Discharging a firearm with an obstruction in the barrel can result in personal injury, property damage and/or death. Before
you load your firearm, check the chamber and magazine to make certain that no ammunition is inside. Also, check the inside of the
barrel (called the "bore") to ensure it is free of obstructions. Even a small amount of mud, snow or excess lubricating oil or grease
in the bore can cause excessive pressures resulting in a bulged or burst barrel which can injure or kill the shooter and bystanders.
It is a good idea to make a habit of cleaning the bore and checking for obstructions with a cleaning rod just before each shooting
session. If the noise or recoil experienced upon firing seems low or weak, or something doesn't feel "right," cease firing immediately
and carefully check to make sure that there is no obstruction in the barrel. An obstruction can also be created by attempting to load
a smaller caliber of ammunition into your firearm.

A\ Rule #9
Do Not Alter or Modify Your Gun and Have it Serviced Regularly
Firearms are complex mechanisms that are designed to function properly in their original condition. Any alterations or changes
made to a firearm after its manufacture can make the gun unsafe and will void its warranty. Accessories to customize your pistol are
available from the Canik Official Accessory Program and the accessories should be installed by a qualified and competent
gunsmith. Installation of anything other than a Canik Accessory Program part will void the pistol warranty and may result in damage
to the pistol or injury or death.
Do not jeopardize your safety or the safety of others by altering the trigger, mechanical safety or other mechanisms of your firearm.
You should have your firearm periodically checked for proper functioning and serviced by a qualified gunsmith.

A\ Rule #10

Learn the Mechanical and Handling Characteristics of Your Firearm

Not all firearms operate the same way. The method of carrying, handling and operating firearms varies with the mechanical
characteristics of each gun. Thus, you should never handle any firearm until you become familiar with the safe handling, loading,
unloading and carrying procedures for that particular firearm, as well as the rules for safe gun handling in general.

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Handling Responsibilities

4. Be sure of your target and what is beyond it.

5. Use the correct ammunition for your firearm.

6. If your gun fails to fire when the trigger is pulled, handle

with care.

This pistol has an internal firing pin block, which blocks the firing pin from moving forward unless the trigger is pulled and a trigger

safety that must be depressed to pull the trigger.
Loaded Chamber Indicator

This pistol is equipped with a loaded chamber indicator. When the chamber is loaded the indicator is raised from the slide.

(See lllustration #2) When the chamber is empty, it retracts into the slide. (See Illustration #3)

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Loading the Pistol

1. Load the magazine with the correct ammunition by pressing the cartridges one at a time down and under the
magazine's feed lips; the cartridges will automatically alternate from side to side. Holding the magazine in your primary
hand and gently tapping it against your opposite palm will help seat the cartridges and assure good feeding. When
loading the rounds into the magazine, ensure the base of the cartridge is in contact with the back of the magazine.
(See lllustration #4)

2. Keeping your finger outside the trigger guard, pick up the firearm with one hand and the magazine with the other.
Insert the magazine into the magazine well and tap up on the magazine with adequate force to insure proper seating.
(See lllustration #5)

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3. While maintaining a safe muzzle direction and with your finger off the trigger, pull the slide completely rearwards and
release it. As it moves rapidly forward under spring pressure, the slide will strip a round from the magazine and load it
into the chamber. (See lllustration #6) The pistol is now loaded and ready to fire.

The red striker indicator will be visible. (See lllustration #7)

AWARNING! The pistol is now loaded and will fire if the trigger is pulled! Handle with extreme caution and keep the
muzzle (the end of the barrel) pointed in a safe direction!

A WARNING! The striker indicator is filled with red paint. Over time, the red paint may wear and fade away. The cocking

indicator is intended as a visual aid. You must still follow all safe handling rules whether you believe the pistol is cocked
or uncocked.
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Firing the Pistol

1. Keeping the Firearm Safety Rules in mind, aim the pistol downrange at the target. When firing this pistol you may need to
experiment with different shooting styles until you find the method which best suits your sporting activity. Always remember to fire
the pistol in such a manner that you can maintain a safe muzzle direction at all times.

2. Place your finger inside the trigger guard and on the trigger. Slowly pull the trigger while depressing the trigger safety fully and
continue pulling until the striker releases.

3. Being a semi-automatic pistol, the pistol's action (its moving parts) will cycle after the first round is fired. As the slide moves
rearwards, the extractor will pull the empty cartridge case from the chamber and eject it from the pistol. (Make sure there are no
bystanders in close proximity on either side of the pistol who could be injured by the ejected cartridge case or gasses expelled from
the pistol.) The slide moves rearward upon firing, avoid having fingers or hands in the path of the slide's rearward motion.

NOTE: If the trigger is pressed again, the pistol will fire! Keep the pistol pointed in a safe direction. Keep your fingers away
from the muzzle when firing the gun.

4. Firing may be continued in this manner until the magazine is empty.

A\ WARNING! The barrel will be very hot after firing!

A WARNING! Keep all parts of your body away from the muzzle!

A WARNING! Always unload your pistol immediately after use and prior to cleaning and storing to minimize the risk of an accidental
discharge.

A WARNING! If your pistol ever fails to fire, keep it pointed at the target for at least 30 seconds in the event of a hang fire (slow
ignition). If the round still does not fire, remove the magazine, and while avoiding exposure to the breech eject the cartridge by
carefully opening the slide. Discard the faulty round. Reload the pistol to resume firing.

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Unloading the Pistol

A WARNING! Keep muzzle pointed in a safe direction.
1. While keeping the pistol pointed in a safe direction, hold the pistol with one hand, depress the magazine release button with your
thumb and the magazine should fall into your free hand. (See lllustration #8)
2. Grasp the slide under the rear sight and move it fully rearward, holding the slide fully open inspect the chamber to ensure it is
empty. With the magazine out of the pistol repeat the process of retracting the slide to confirm that no cartridge remains in the
chamber, you can confirm this visually and by feel with your little finger.
3. Allow the slide to go forward on the empty chamber. While pointing the pistol in a safe direction pull the trigger to lower the striker.
Note: When the striker is lowered, the red striker indicator is not visible. (See lllustration #7)

A WARNING! The pistol will fire if the magazine is removed and if the trigger is pulled when a cartridge is in the chamber.
WARNING! If dropped or subjected to an impact, any firearm could fire when there is a cartridge in the chamber. Have the pistol's
safety systems checked by a gunsmith familiar with Canik products before further use.

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Field Stripping

AWARNING! Before beginning the disassembly process, check to ensure the pistol is not loaded. To do so, follow the procedures
detailed in the Unloading the Pistol section.

A WARNING! Wear eye protection, such as shooting glasses or goggles, when disassembling your firearm to protect your eyes from
chemicals and tensioned parts, such as springs that could be dislodged during disassembly.
1. While remembering to maintain a safe muzzle direction, secure the unloaded pistol firmly in a supported location such as your
lap, or on a table. Pull the trigger to lower the striker. Note: When the striker is lowered, the red striker indicator is not visible. (See
lllustration #7)
2. While holding the pistol in your primary hand, grasp the take down catches, located above the trigger. Pull them down using index
finger and thumb of your secondary hand. At the same time using the thumb of your primary hand push the slide forward. (See
lllustration #9 and #10) (Please note the slide will only move forward about 0.6 inch) Lift the slide up until it is free of frame.
(Mustration #11)

1. Holding the slide with primary hand, use your secondary hand to push the recoil spring toward the muzzle and lift it free.

2. Lift the barrel slightly and push it forward toward the muzzle. Then you can pull it back and lift it free from the slide.

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Reassembly
A\ WARNING! Failure to follow the disassembly/assembly instructions, may damage your pistol.
1. Hold the slide in your primary hand with the muzzle side facing the ground. Drop the barrel into the slide, turn the slide up so that

the muzzle now is facing the sky. The barrel will fall into place.
2. While holding the slide in your primary hand, place the recoil spring in the muzzle end of the slide. NOTE: The flat end of the

recoil spring must be facing the chamber. (See lllustration #14) Use your thumb on your secondary hand to press the spring

towards the muzzle and slightly down.
3. Align the slide cutouts with frame rails. Press slide onto the frame which is about 0.6" distance from the rear. Push the slide

rearward. (See lllustration #14a)

Sight Adjustment
1. The rear sight is windage adjustable. If the bullet hits to the right of point of aim (POA), move the rear sight left. If the bullet hits

left of POA, move rear sight right.
2. The front sight is also drift windage adjustable as the rear sight.

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Removal of Optic Sight Lid

WARNING! Before beginning the disassembly process, check to ensure the pistol is not loaded. To do so, follow the procedures
detailed in the Unloading the Pistol section.

WARNING! Wear eye protection, such as shooting glasses or goggles, when disassembling your firearm to protect your eyes from
tensioned parts, such as springs that could be dislodged during disassembly.

1. Before beginning, remove all live ammunition, loaded magazines and other firearms from the working area. Remove the magazine
from the pistol. To do so, follow the procedures detailed in the, Unloading the Pistol section and confirm the chamber is empty.

2. Holding the pistol as shown in lllustration #15 use a Torx key (T10) to remove the optic sight lid screws.

3. After removing the optic sight lid screws with lock washers, lift the sight lid up as shown in lllustration #16. Please note that as the
lid fits extremely tight, you may need to follow the directions under Field Stripping to remove the slide. Once the slide has been
removed use a thin punch tool to go through in the screw hole pictured in lllustration #17 and push to unseat the optic sight lid. (
CANiK Punch included in the pistol box is not thin enough for the screw holes) Prying the optic sight lid off may damage the lid
and/or the slide.

AWARNING! Before beginning this process, check to ensure the pistol is not loaded. To do so, follow the procedures detailed in the
Unloading the Pistol section.
WARNING! Wear eye protection, such as shooting glasses or goggles, when disassembling your firearm to protect your eyes from
tensioned parts, such as springs that could be dislodged during disassembly.
1. Use Torx key (T10) to remove the optic sight lid screws.
2. After removing the optic sight lid, place the optic sight and make sure that it fits properly on your slide as shown in lllustration
#21 and screw the optic sight on using Torx key (T10) as shown in lllustration #18. Only use the screws included with your Canik

pistol to mount an optic.

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Changing the Backstrap

AWARNING! Before beginning this process, check to ensure the pistol is not loaded. To do so, follow the procedures detailed in the
Unloading the Pistol section. Remove the magazine from the pistol and confirm that the chamber is unloaded.
1. Before beginning, remove all live ammunition, loaded magazines and other firearms from the working area.
2. Use the CANIK Punch included in the package content to push out the Backstrap Pin.
3. After installing the Backstrap, make sure that it fits properly to the Frame.
4. Re-insert the Backstrap Pin and ensure that the Backstrap Pin is centered. Use the CANiK Punch to push in the Backstrap Pin

as shown in lllustration #19

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Cleaning and Maintenance

A WARNING! Before beginning the cleaning process, check to ensure the pistol is unloaded. (See the Unloading the Pistol section).
Remove the magazine from the pistol and confirm that the chamber is unloaded.
WARNING! You should wear eye protection, such as shooting glasses or goggles, when cleaning your firearm to protect your eyes
from tensioned parts, such as springs and solvents that may become dislodged during disassembly.
1. Obtain a quality cleaning kit or use the one if supplied within the pistol case in addition to the instructions in this section, follow
all instructions provided with the cleaning kit you use as well and warnings provided with lubricants and solvents.
2. Follow the pistol field stripping procedures.
3. To clean barrel, select the correct caliber cleaning brush and attach it to the cleaning rod.
4. Dampen the screw-in nylon bore brush with cleaner, lubricant, protectant (CLP) and then push/pull the brush through the barrel
several times from the chamber to the muzzle.
5. Remove the brush and attach a cloth cleaning patch to the cleaning rod and push it through the barrel several times to remove
loosened fouling.
6. Repeat this process with the brush and cleaning patches until a final patch comes out clean after swabbing the bore. Apply a light
coating of CLP to the bore of the barrel.
7. Remove shooting residue from the slide, barrel's exterior, and action parts using the brush and cloth supplied. Apply a light
coating of CLP to the rails, trigger bar and inside of the ejector assembly of frame and rails on the slide and firing pin block together
with the slide's inner side where the barrel operates.
8. Wipe outer surface with a soft cloth dipped in good quality gun oil.

AWARNING! MAINTAINING THE FINISH ON YOUR PISTOL Do not use sandpaper or emery cloth to clean any part of the firearm
or suppressor. Abrasives more aggressive than Scotch Brite may damage the precision contact surfaces of the pistol, resulting in
friction that can lead to malfunctions of the firearm and suppressor. A malfunctioning firearm or suppressor is a dangerous situation
that can lead to property damage, personal injury and/or death. Only use solvents in a well-ventilated area away from open flames.
Unsafe use of solvents may lead to property damage, personal injury and/or death.
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A Lubrication Warning

Firing a firearm with oil, grease or any other material even partially obstructing the bore may result in damage to the firearm and
injury to the shooter and those nearby. Do not spray or apply lubricants directly on ammunition. If the powder charge of a cartridge
is affected by the lubricant, it may not be ignited, but the energy from the primer may be sufficient to push the bullet into the bore
where it may become lodged. Firing a subsequent bullet into the obstructed bore will damage the firearm and may cause injury to
the shooter and those nearby. Use lubricants properly. You are responsible for the proper care and maintenance of your firearm and
ammunition.

A Warning Concerning Alterations and Aftermarket Parts!

Accessories to customize your pistol are available from the Canik Official Accessory Program. Any part or accessories should be
installed by a qualified and competent gunsmith.
